SCHOLARSHIPS 

Generally, scholarships that students earn are awarded by the college  to which the student has 
been accepted.  Therefore, it is important to apply and be accepted at the college in order for 
them to be eligible for those scholarships. 
 
What should a senior do SOON (before the end of first quarter)?  

Apply to the college(s) you are considering attending. That way you are on their list early 
for potential scholarship money. 
 
The next newsletter will have specifics about the application process. BE SURE TO WATCH FOR 
IT AND READ IT. 

Seniors can view senior newsletters and fill in several scholarship forms (noted by “ ” next 
to the scholarship on the newsletter) from computers in the high school. (forms can be viewed
